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French Implementation Statement
Modern Foreign Language 
From Year 3 to Year 6 we teach French to all children using the Language Angels resources. Our approach is to make learning a new language fun! Young pupils are very receptive to learning a new language; they like to mimic pronunciation and they can easily pick up and duplicate new sounds. They feel a real sense of accomplishment when they learn to say something new in a different language. They are excited about being able to communicate with someone in a different language. Although often differentiated by outcome, all children can succeed with the language curriculum, with an emphasis on songs, rhymes and games often best suiting our SEND and EAL learners. Our more able children are encouraged to push themselves by developing their own verbal and written communication, without relying on word banks or speaking/ writing frames. We have discrete weekly lessons on the timetable, but we also integrate the foreign language into the everyday routine, answering the register in French, having the French date on the board and using our French visual calendars in every classroom.
