			      We hope you have had an enjoyable Easter holiday and are looking forward to another exciting half term. In our topic lessons, we will be learning about why people like to visit the Mediterranean. Our topic work will be leading up to a fabulous Exhibition Day, which will be held on Friday 26th May, (last day of half term). Parents will be welcome to join us that afternoon- there will be more information coming! As part of this half term’s English we will be writing a narrative, which is based on a story that we have been reading: Jack Stalwart and the Mystery of the Mona Lisa.
