Linked to this, we will be exploring printing and pattern making to create a scene from the Great Fire of London. In our design and technology, we will be using our enterprise skills to design and make products to sell at the Christmas Fayre (Thursday 7th December). In science we will be learning about the properties of different materials and why they are used to make different objects.
