			      Many thanks for your support so far during the Autumn term. It has been lovely to meet you all and get to know the children better. This term, Willow are focusing on the geography of our local area. We will be finding out why Nottinghamshire is such a cool place to live, by exploring its local history and looking at what it has to offer to local residents and visitors! We have planned a trip to Nottingham Castle to coincide with this Geography topic, which will link with Robin Hood and what attracts people to visit Nottingham. This trip will also support cross-curricular links, as the children will be producing some writing to recount their trip as well as making artwork relating to the castle and Robin Hood.

In English, children will be writing their own poems for Remembrance and creating a persuasive leaflet about a place of interest in Nottinghamshire. Year 3 will be taking part in a Christmas production this year, and throughout it, they will also learn about playscripts, how they are structured and how to read them. In Maths, we will be focusing on practising the strategies for multiplication and division, learning how to tell the time, as well as exploring fractions. In PE, we will be exploring different ways to move through dance. In science, we will be learning about what makes our bodies grow- such as our diet, muscles and skeleton.
Below is a list of important things to remember for you and your child…
