World War 2 started in 1939 and lasted until 1945. It started as a result of German troops invading Poland on the 1st September 1939. The U.K declared war on Germany 2 days later. Many countries were involved and took sides – Italy and Japan joined Germany whilst the USA, France and the Soviet Union (Russia) joined with the UK. The war officially ended in Europe on the 8th May 1945 – known as V.E day (victory in Europe day).
