BedRock and Times Tables Rock Stars (Our weekly Maths and English homework)
This year, we are continuing to use Bedrock Vocabulary to further develop the children’s vocabulary and Times Tables Rock Stars (TTRS) to help improve their times table knowledge. We use both apps in school and would like the children to use it alongside their school learning as part of our homework expectations. 5 dojo points will be given to the children who complete 15 minutes on TTRS across the week and 5 dojo points for those that complete 15 minutes on BedRock across the week. This can be completed in small sessions of 5 minutes, if preferred. Any device can be used to access these apps, as long as the internet is available. 
Teachers receive weekly reports to show who has been on these apps and for how long, and children will be rewarded accordingly. 
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
