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Dear Parent/Carers,
			      Firstly, a very happy new year to you all. We are looking forward to another exciting half term. As part of this half term’s English, we will be reading Romans on the Rampage, which links to our topic about the Romans. We will be exploring descriptive writing, the build-up of characters/settings and the elements included in an adventure narrative. In maths, we will be learning how to tell the time both digitally and using analogue clocks. We will also be recapping and securing our written methods for all four calculations. As already mentioned, for our topic, we will be learning about who the Romans were, how they lived, what they invented and how they changed our everyday lives. We will be going on a trip to the Mansfield Museum on Thursday 18th January to learn more about the Roman times (a separate letter about this to follow). In Science, we will be exploring forces and magnets, looking particularly at what materials attract and repel and how objects move on different surfaces. Our PE will focus on gymnastics, including floor work and apparatus.
Below is a list of important things to remember for you and your child… 

Monday – The children will need to come into school in their PE kits.   
Tuesday- The children will need to bring their forest school kit to school. They can bring wellies in a named plastic bag to change into.
