Dear Parent/Carers,
			We are looking forward to another exciting half term- the last one of Spring term. During this time, the children will be learning about early castles in Britain, which links in with our learning question, ‘Why were the Norman castles certainly not bouncy?’ Our English unit will further support this topic as children will be writing diaries as if they were involved in the Battle of Hastings! In maths, we will be learning about fractions and applying it to problem solving. We will also be recapping the four operations. In science, we will be exploring the learning question; ‘What do rocks tell us about the way the Earth was formed?’ We will explore different types of rocks, the way they are formed as well as look at fossils and the rest of the earth beneath our feet. In P.E, the children will be going swimming to the local leisure centre to learn basic swimming skills and water safety. Our artist of the half term is continuing to be Frida Kahlo. The children will be immersed in some of her artwork as well as having the opportunity to produce their own artwork by her.
Monday – The children will need to bring their swimming kit- including towel to school each Monday- a letter will be sent to you with more details about this.
Tuesday- The children will need to bring their forest school kit to school. They can bring wellies in a named plastic bag to change into.
