Dear Parent/Carers,
			We are looking forward to another amazing term- the final term in year 3! During this time, the children will be learning about the river Thames in London and how this has changed over time, which links in with our learning question, ‘Why are rivers so important to cities’. Our English unit will further support this topic as children will be writing about how water goes from the source to the oceans and writing about environmental topics such as river pollution. In maths, we will be learning about money, weight and capacity. In science, we will be exploring the learning question; ‘How did that blossom become an apple?’ Where we will explore the life cycle of different plants. In P.E, year 3 still have four more swimming sessions, these are as follows: Monday 15th April, Monday 22nd April, Monday 29th April and Monday 13th May (Monday 6th May is a Bank Holiday). Our artist/designer of the half term is going to be Sir Christopher Wren, a famous architect. The children will be immersed in some of his building designs as well as having the opportunity to produce their own.
