			We are looking forward to our final half term with the children. This half term, the children will be continuing our topic on rivers and looking at the link with cities, for our learning question: ‘Where would you build a city?’
Our English units will support this topic, which will include writing a persuasive leaflet to visit Paris, narrative poems and some non-fiction writing alongside. In maths, we are focusing on fractions and decimals, as well as statistics and geometry. In science, we will be exploring the learning question; ‘Why do we have a shadow?’ We will look at light, the relationship between the sun and the moon and how shadows are created. In P.E, the children have a fantastic opportunity this half term, as an outside coach is coming in to work with them to develop their football skills. Due to it being an outdoor provider for PE, we will be changing our PE day to a Tuesday and our Forest School will be on a Wednesday afternoon. 
Monday – The children will need to come into school in their normal uniform.
Tuesday- The children will need to come to school in their PE kit.
Wednesday- The children will need to bring their forest school kit to school. They can bring wellies in a named plastic bag to change into. The children need to have submitted at least one piece of creative homework by each Wednesday, ready to look in class in the afternoon.         
Friday- Mentions. Each week, two children will be chosen for something fabulous that they have done in class that week.
