
	OS Symbol
	Symbols on a map to represents various features of the landscape. They make the map easier to read. 

	Capital city 
	The main city in a country, usually where its government in held.

	Village 
	A group of houses and other buildings (such as a shop, pub, post office), larger than a hamlet but smaller than a town.

	Human Features 
	Things that have been built or created by humans e.g. houses, shops, high-rise buildings 

	Physical Features 
	Things that occur naturally in the landscape e.g., forests, mountains, rivers. 

	Equator 
	An invisible line which goes around the centre of the earth. Countries which sit on the equator usually have hotter climates.

	A wrought iron structure built in 1887 by Gustave Eiffel. It is 300 metres high!

	A ceremonial arch at the top of a famous road in Paris. It was completed in 1836.
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Cathedral
	A gothic style place of worship. It was built in 1163!
