This is a summary of how our academy delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, wider music provision/opportunities and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our academy offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is the information about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Our academy already publishes our curriculum for music, identifying what skills will be taught in each cycle https://www.skegbyjunioracademy.org/page/?title=Music&pid=68   It outlines the progression and what children can achieve by the end of Year 4 and Year 6. 
The Music curriculum is taught through topic and all music skills are covered sufficiently throughout the music lessons. We ensure that a unit of music is taught at least once a term with some topics providing opportunity for music to be taught in each half term. 
Through lessons, children listen to and appreciate a wide range of musicians and cultures. Following this, children can evaluate and compose their own music and songs before performing these individually or as an ensemble to a group.
Singing assemblies are available to all pupils which are delivered at least 3 times per half term. 
Every year group produces a performance or an assembly which involves singing that they then deliver to the school and adults. 
Every term the children learn about a famous musician or composer through an assembly then this is continued in class and through competitions. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Wider Music Opportunities
This is about the opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils at our academy can make progress in Music beyond the core curriculum.
	Throughout the year, the academy has welcomed a number of visitors to showcase and teach their music and instruments. Children have enjoyed assemblies showcasing rock instruments and music and they have also participated in samba drumming workshops. 
In previous years, the academy offered a singing club to form a choir which attended young voices. This needs to be restarted and is a target for 2024/25.
 


Part C: Musical Experiences
This section sets out all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	We have set out here what musical experiences and opportunities are planned for the standard academic year at Skegby Junior Academy. 
Regular events include:
· Singing in assembly for all pupils.
· Musician of the term assemblies for all pupils.
· Musician of the term competitions for all pupils.
· Musical performances (Harvest Festival – Year5, Christmas play – Year 3, Easter assembly – Year 4, End of year performance – Year 6). 
· Pantomime company bought in or theatre trip at Christmas time. 
· Pupils from KS2 can choose to attend the Young Voices concert. This is ordinarily pupils from the choir in the main. 
· Appreciation of musicians and composers based on the half term’s topic.
· Composition of music and learning to play on tuned and percussion instruments.


In the future
At our academy we have an ambition to enrich, broaden and continue to develop the opportunities and curriculum provision for Music. In this section we set out what this could be and what we hope to achieve. 
	At Skegby Junior Academy, we intend to engage more with the local music hub to provide more opportunities for pupils to engage with music outside of the curriculum.
In the year 2024/25, a singing club will be started, giving opportunity for all pupils to join. From this a choir will be formed with the intention of attending the Young Voices concert.
