South America
A continent in the western hemisphere, mostly south of the equator. It has an area of 17.84 million km2. and a population of around 422.5 million people
Equator
An imaginary line drawn around the middle of the earth dividing the planet into a northern hemisphere and a southern hemisphere.
Developing country 
A poor agricultural country that is seeking to become more advanced economically.
Landmark
An object/feature of a landscape or town that can be easily seen and recognised.
Capital city
The city in a country which has the seat of government.
 Tourist attraction
A place of interest where tourists typically visit.
Continent
Any of the world’s main land masses. There are 7 continents in the world. 
Physical features 
This is the branch of geography that deals with natural features 
Human features
This branch of geography deals with how human activity affects or is influenced by the earth’s surface. 
Climate
Climate is the long-term weather pattern in a region.
Economics of a country
The production, distribution, and consumption of goods, products and services to show how well a country is doing.
Favela
Favela is a name for several types of working-class neighbourhoods in Brazil, which means slum or ghetto.
