			     Welcome back to the second half of the Autumn term in year three. We are looking forward to an exciting half term ahead and have developed a curriculum that will continue to broaden the children’s understanding of the world in a fun and interactive way. This term, we will be continuing to pull our topic and science through our English work and following on from the Stone Age, the children will be learning about The Bronze and Iron Ages. The children’s enthusiasm for the Stone Age has been brilliant, so we are excited for this.
