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Dear Parent/Carers,
			      Firstly, a very happy new year to you all. We are looking forward to another exciting half term. As part of this half term’s English, we will be reading Escape to Pompeii, which links to our topic about natural disasters. We will be exploring descriptive writing, the build-up of characters/settings and the elements included in a fantasy narrative. In maths, we will be consolidating their multiplication and division learning as well as exploring fractions. In Geography, the children will be finding out what makes the earth angry! This unit will focus on natural disasters including volcanoes, tsunamis and earthquakes and it will include lots of creative work based around this theme. In Science, we will be exploring sound. The children will learn how sound is ‘made’, where it comes from and how our ears work. Our PE will focus on gymnastics, including floor work and apparatus. 
Below is a list of important things to remember for you and your child:
Monday – The children will need to come to school in their PE kit. They can wear leggings/bottoms and their school academy jumper over their PE kit if it is a cooler day.   
  
Tuesday – The children will need to bring their forest school kit to school. They can bring wellies in a named plastic bag to change into.
