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Dear Parent/Carers,
			      We hope you have had an enjoyable week’s rest and are looking forward to another exciting half term. In our topic lessons, we will be learning about how the Victorian period changed and influenced our local area: Skegby! As part of this half term’s English lessons, we will be researching about the Victorians and writing non-fiction reports. We will be discussing and writing about what it was like to live in a workhouse during the Victorian times. We will also be taking part in our school’s Short Story Competition. The children will find out more about this during our World Book Day activities.
In maths, we will be learning how to calculate the perimeter of shapes and about units of measurements- this will include money and length. In Science, we will be exploring how electricity works. The children will be exploring and learning about how circuits are made. For our PE this half term, for the first four weeks, we will be developing their striking and fielding skills and for the last two weeks, we will be going swimming on the Monday afternoons: Monday 24th March, Monday 31st March. There are 4 sessions altogether and these will go over into the following half term- summer 1.
Below is a list of important things to remember for you and your child:
Mondays for PE– The children will need to come to school in their PE kits on Monday 24th February, Monday 3rd March, Monday 10th March and Monday 17th March.
