			      We hope you have had an enjoyable Easter holiday and are looking forward to another exciting half term. In our topic lessons, we will be learning about why people like to visit the Mediterranean. The country we are focusing on will be Spain and our aim for the half term is to convince Mrs Marples to go there for her holiday this summer! As part of this half term’s English we will be writing a persuasive brochure, having researched about our chosen country from the Mediterranean. We will also be writing a narrative and using lots of figurative and descriptive language. 
In maths, we will be learning about the area of shapes and about units of measurements- this will include capacity and weight. In Science, we will be about states of matter: solid, liquids and gases. The children will be exploring and completing experiments as well. For our PE this half term, we will complete our swimming sessions and then hopefully make the most of the warmer weather and be outside enjoying athletics for our final PE lesson.
Below is a list of important things to remember for you and your child:
