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National Justice Museum Trip

Dear Parents/Carers,

On Friday 1st October, all of Year 3 and 4 will be visiting The National Justice Museum to learn more about crime and punishment and how it has changed over the years, to further support our current topic: ‘Who were the early lawmakers?’ 

During this exciting trip, pupils will explore the different roles in a courtroom and discuss sentencing options. They will look at law-related artefacts and objects and learn about historical changes in the prison system. They will also get to visit key museum spaces including the dungeons, exercise yard, debtors’ cell, punishment corridor and criminal courtroom.

We will be leaving the academy at 8.55am to ensure we can get to the museum for 10am. Please ensure your child is on time into school, so they don’t miss the coach leaving. Our educational session at the museum is 10am-2.30pm, so we will be returning to the Academy after the school day has finished, at 3.30pm. Because of this, please can you collect your child from the main office. We understand that some of you will have children to collect from Healdswood, so the children will be supervised by adults in the hall until 4.00pm, to allow time for you to collect children from Healdswood first. 

All children will need to wear our Academy uniform. They will also need:

· A coat (in case it rains)

· A snack

· A drink (in a plastic bottle) 

As this will be a full day visit, your child will require a packed lunch.  If your child is entitled to receive free school meals then a packed lunch will be provided by the kitchen.

The total cost of this visit will be £12.50, which covers the cost of the workshops and transport to and from the Museum, by coach. This will need to be paid via your child’s Trips & Offers purse on their sQuid account. Please contact the office if you require any assistance with your sQuid account.
